ADIF: relative clause elicitation in a preference task 

Instructions for the child: I am preparing a list so adults will know better what children like and what they don’t like. Can you help me make this list? I will tell you short stories. The stories describe two children. At the end of each story you should tell me which child you would rather be. I mean, which child you prefer to be/want to be. 

For example, if I tell you that “there are two boys, one boy swims and one boy sings” which boy would you rather be? You should start with “I would rather be the boy…| or “the boy…” (do NOT use the embedding marker. Insist on using the head, for compatibility with the other languages)

Add training sentences if needed, do not use items that are included in the test itself

(Insist on the child starting with “the child”, so each sentence would start like this)

Possible: train on the “special word” “prefer”/” I would rather be the boy”.

For languages in which the relative head would be different for boys and girls: Create two test versions. If the participant is a girl, use the feminine test form. (for adults – use man/woman)

If a child says he has no preference, try to convince him anyway. If he refuses, try a different sentence, if he still refuses ask what would you brother/ friend  prefer etc.

Additional sentences for times of trouble: SRirrevOBJ: gets a medicine gets a cake/Buys a ball buys a doll/buys a bike buys a ball/bus a skirt bys a doll.  ORrevSUBJmommy drives one child and daddy drives another child.

While scoring it is useful to adopt a symbol for “I would rather be the boy“ (say, a star)

Use the items for plural embedded subject for languages with ambiguous object relative/subject relative relatives (Italian)

In orange you will see other options for the same item – use the one that works best for your language.
