Explanation and examples for scoring

After recording and transcribing each sentence of each participant, 

analyze separately object relatives and subject relatives.

Give number of correct responses separately for reversible and non reversible, NP change and verb change. (see excel score sheet).

(we agreed for this stage on 20-25 children aged 5;0-5;11 with a  mean age around 5;6, similar number of boys and girls).

Additional coding considerations

Lexical impoverishment of the subject head – (the one that instead of the girl that…)? (we opt for full heads by asking for the use of “the girl”. But if it doesn’t happen (for some reason as for example the case of Basque head position), detail types of heads.

Code separately the plural sentences in the relevant languages.
